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Rotation Title: CA-3 Neuroanesthesia Rotation: 
 
Residents on advanced rotations are expected to be ready for consultant level performance, having 
previously mastered all six ACGME competencies for their rotation. Thus, advanced residents should 
reinforce their previous knowledge and skill and concentrate on updating that knowledge and skill through 
scholarly activities and increased experience. Further, they should work with other professionals by 
providing anesthesiology consultant services.  Is essence, the major portion of the residents rotation should 
be devoted to Practice Based Learning and Improvement and the understanding of Systems-Based Practice. 
 
I. Competencies Assessed 
 

A Patient Care: Same as CA-2 except that the CA-3 should be able to perform all 
technical tasks of neuroanesthesia without assistance. 

 
B. Medical Knowledge: Same as CA-2 except the CA-3 will demonstrate consultant 

level skills with respect to knowledge of recent literature, etc.
