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Hospitalist/Night Float Service 
 
2nd Year Resident 
2nd year residents will work one block of nights and one block of days during the month.  NF resident is responsible for all 
overnight admissions as well as supervision of the On-Call intern and medical student.  Day resident is responsible for the 
ongoing care of patients and daytime admissions (Monday – Friday) along with the 3rd year resident and An intern.  2nd 
year residents will start on the first day of the month. 
 
NF shifts will begin at 5 pm and end at 7 am the following morning.  Handoff procedure:  Before the end of their shift, the 
NF resident needs to write check-out notes as well as do face-to-face checkout.  Face-to-face check-out is mandatory 
with Resident assuming care of overnight admissions and a check-out note should be on the chart the following 
morning if the patient was seen before midnight or had significant changes overnight.  Overnight admissions should 
be seen by the 3rd year residents the following morning and divided between the daytime 2nd year and the intern. 
 
Resident on days will be responsible for calls on their own patients overnight; however, critically ill patients should be 
discussed with the NF resident in the event that they need to be seen overnight.  2nd year residents on days will carry their 
own patients under the attending physician and the intern will carry his own patients under the supervision of the 3rd year 
resident; the 3rd year resident should be the first person to call before the attending for most questions about the ongoing 
care of patients. 
 
Residents will be off Friday night and Saturday night during their NF Block (these will be the only days off while on 
service) and will be responsible for NF duties beginning Sunday night at 5 pm (Sun. 5 pm – Mon. 7 am) and ending with 
the Thursday night shift (Thurs. 5 pm – Fri. 7 am).   
 
NF resident will be responsible for the overnight care of patients admitted during the day on Sundays (8 am – 5 pm) by 
the On-Call team.  The intern On-Call will continue to take calls on these patients; however, the NF resident will assume 
supervisory responsibilities for these patients.  This will require a face-to-face checkout between the Senior resident 
On-Call during the day (Sun. 8 am – 5 pm) and the NF resident starting their shift on Sunday at 5 pm.  The NF 
resident will then be responsible for writing a checkout note on these patients the following morning as well as handing 
off the patients to the daytime resident who is taking over care.   
 
Residents will earn one point per night on NF that will be added into the On-Call point total for the year.  NF resident will 
not be scheduled for clinic during their NF block.  Morning report is optional during the NF block but will count into the 
total attendance for the year. 
 
Switch day will be on the 16th of the month as outlined below.  The weekend ON-CALL resident does admissions. 
 
NF1: Resident starting the month on night float. 
D1: Resident starting the month on days.

3rd Year Resident 
3rd year resident will supervise the intern and will carry some patients under the attending physician and should oversee 
the ongoing care of all other patients on the service.  3rd year resident will coordinate assignment of patients to the daytime 
2nd year from the overnight admissions the following morning as well the intern.  3rd year resident should be the first 
person to call before the attending for most questions about the ongoing care of patients.  3rd year resident will assume no 
NF responsibilities.  Intern will be responsible for calls on their own patients overnight however, critically ill patients 
should be discussed with the NF resident in the event that they need to be seen overnight.   
 
3rd year resident takes 2 weekends (4 days) off per month; may only take 1 weekend off during each 2nd year’s block of 
night float.  3rd year, second year and intern will switch the same day at the end of the month. 
 
On-Call Duties 
 
2nd and 3rd year residents assigned from the On-Call pool of residents will be responsible for weekend call (admissions) 
per the following schedule:   

1)  Friday night 5 pm – Saturday morning 8 am.   
2)  Saturday morning 8 am – Sunday morning 8 am.   
3) Sunday morning 8 am – Sunday night 5 pm. 

 
Sunday Call:  2nd and 3rd year residents On-Call during the day on Sunday (8 am – 5 pm) are required to provide a face-
to-face check-out of patients admitted during the day to the NF resident who will assume care of the patients overnight 
at 5 pm. 
 
1st year residents will be assigned to overnight call per the On-Call schedule on a nightly basis.  Weekday call (Mon-Fri) 
will be 5:00 pm – 8:00am.  Weekend call (Sat-Sun) will be 8:00am – 8:00am (24-hour call expected). 
 
Patient Caps 
Service will be closed to unassigned patients (Soft Cap) at 20 admissions per attending discretion;  
 
Weekday Rounds and Admissions 
Weekday rounds with the daytime 2nd year and 3rd year residents and the intern will begin following after morning report.  
Admissions during the day on weekdays should be split between the 2nd & 3rd year residents on days.  Daytime Residents 
must write a note assuming care of the patient within 24 hours of admission.   
 
Holidays 
Holidays will be treated like weekends with 24-hour call with Post-Call rounding responsibilities if either daytime 
resident is on holiday leave. 
 
Code pager Coverage 
Code pager coverage will be split evenly between 2nd & 3rd year residents covering days.  The Night Float resident will 
hold the senior code pager at night.  On-call senior and junior residents will be responsible for carrying the code pager 
during assigned on-call hours.

Overnight admissions should be divided between the daytime 2nd year and 3rd year residents the following morning.

Resident on days will be responsible for calls on their own patients overnight; however, critically ill patients should be discussed with the NF resident in the event that they need to be seen overnight.

3rd year & 2nd yr residents on days will carry their own patients under the attending physician; however, the 3rd yr resident should be the 1st person to call before the attending for most questions about  ongoing care of patients.

Residents will be off Fri night & Sat night during their NF Block (these will be the only days off while on service) & will be responsible for NF duties beginning Sun 5 pm & ending w/Thursday night shift (Thurs. 5 pm – Fri. 7 am).  

Residents will earn one point per night on NF that will be added into the On-Call point total for the year.
