Position Summary: This position is responsible for conducting research in epidemiology and/or 
infectious or chronic diseases. The incumbent will teach intro & advanced epidemiology graduate classes in 
MPH & MSCR. 
 
Responsibilities:   

• Conducts independent and collaborative research in social/psychological epidemiology and/or 
infectious or chronic diseases, and rural health 

• Develops extramural funding for such research and publication 
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• Teaches Introduction to Epidemiology and Advanced Epidemiology courses in both traditional and 
short-course formats for methods and application; assists with web-based course development; 
ability to offer electives in other research methods 

• Conducts thorough literature searches to support clinical research; using biostatistical knowledge to 
conduct methodological reviews of published articles and uses critical appraisal skills to filter and 
synthesize information in the searches; uses knowledge of standards of reporting biomedical 
research and of evidence-based scientific writing to write literature reviews as independent articles 
or for use in grant proposals or publications 

• Works closely with clinical research teams to develop grant proposals; assists in the writing and 
assembling of grant proposals; edits grant proposals; reviews grant proposals for methodological 
correctness; 

• Translates scientific text into plain language for maximum clinical and/or public information impact; 
• Produces or collaborates in clinical research conference programs, proceedings and reports; 
• Participates in medical clerkships, residencies and fellowships, and in graduate student projects, 

theses and research.  
• Serves on college/university committees and meetings as a DPMPH faculty member 
• Performs other duties as assigned
